Nonprofits can use TV-18 bulletin board

Registered non/not-for-profit organizations may post public
service announcements (PSAs) on TV-18’s community
bulletin board. Here’s how:

• Stick to basic facts—who, what, when, where.
Your PSA must be readable within 30 seconds
(30 words or less).*

• Include contact person’s name and phone.

• Submit PSA at least 2 weeks before your event;
resubmit every 6 months for an ongoing event.

• Submit your PSA in one of these ways:

  drop it off at the checkout desk attn: TV-18
